The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Denmark (the MFA) is the issuing authority for residence permits and ID cards for persons enjoying diplomatic privileges, dependant family members and private servants, according to the Vienna Convention or host agreement with an international organisation. The Ministry of Foreign Affairs of Denmark issues residence permits and ID cards according to the Danish Aliens Consolidation Act § 47(1).

In connection to your registration and application for a Danish residence permit and/or ID card the MFA is responsible for processing of personal data according to the European Union General Data Protection Regulation (GDPR) of 27 April 2016*. The processing is based on GDPR article 6(2)(e) on the basis of the Ministry s exercise as official authority.

The information includes the data you provide on the registration form and relevant supporting documents e.g. name, e-mail, telephone number, address, date and place of birth, photo, passport number, civil status, arrival and duty in Denmark, as well as required information regarding accompanying family members. 

Danish CPR numbers are processed according to the Danish Data Protection Act §11, stk. 1. 

For how long will the Ministry keep my personal data?
The Danish MFA will only process your personal data as long as it is necessary for us to comply with our obligations as a Danish public authority. Once the Ministry has completed the processing, your personal data will be deleted or archived in accordance with applicable legislation unless the Ministry is obliged to keep the data due to other rules, e.g. the rules on registration of public records.

Will anybody else receive my personal data?
Please note that the Ministry publishes Copenhagen Diplomatic List, which is a directory over the diplomatic missions and their staff in Denmark. Furthermore The Ministry may share information including your personal data with other Danish public authorities upon specific request when necessary for the handling of a specific case concerning you.  The Ministry will only share what is strictly necessary and will always do so in accordance with the general rules on the sharing of information between public authorities.
